The Kansas West Conference Focus Team approved $655,000 in disbursements from the Bridges to the Fu-
ture Capital Campaign at its Oct. 23 meeting. An additional $100,000 in disbursements were approved prior to 
the meeting with an e-mail vote, bringing the total distributions in the second half of 2010 to $755,000. 

The Center for Small Membership Churches requested $25,000 for its operations in the first part of 2011. 
The center provides training opportunities and consults with small-membership congregations on evangelism, 
worship and leadership development.  

New Church Development requested $100,000 for projects in Dodge City and Park City. Dodge City will 
receive $50,000 in support of the Hispanic ministry at First United Methodist Church. The Park City new 
church start also will receive $50,000. Prior to the October meeting, members also approved an additional 
$100,000 disbursement for the Park City project to enable the purchase of a building. Benton UMC is the par-
ent congregation for the Park City church start. 

Hispanic Ministries’ request for $80,000 to support leadership in several Hispanic congregations across 
western Kansas was approved. 

Camp Lakeside had requested $250,000 in funds for improvements to the wastewater system, road con-
struction and remodeling the camp’s on-site chapel. The camp’s request was approved. 

The final $200,000 in disbursements were approved for the campus ministry at the University of Kansas for 
the purchase of a building to serve as a base for its activities.  
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The Conference Council on Youth Ministry has challenged all of the youth in each district to feed 5,000 

people in need this year. There are six districts in the Kansas West Conference, so the total challenge is to feed 
30,000 people.  

The Matthew 14 Challenge is based on Matthew 14:19-21, which says, “And he directed the people to sit 
down on the grass. Taking the five loaves and the two fish and looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and broke 
the loaves. Then he gave them to the disciples, and the disciples gave them to the people. They all ate and were 
satisfied, and the disciples picked up twelve basketfuls of broken pieces that were left over. The number of 
those who ate was about five thousand men, besides women and children.”  

To accomplish the mission, some ideas have been given to the district youth councils, including donating to 
local food banks, preparing and handing out meals or hosting a meal for those in need.  

The goal for the challenge is to empower and reunite the district councils on youth ministry and to change 
the world for others. The youth have been asked not just for monetary donations but to go into the community 
and serve as disciples of Jesus Christ.  

Local church youth are invited to join the challenge by starting their own project to feed others in need. It 
may be productive to communicate with helping organizations and agencies in the community to facilitate the 
project.

John Wesley took seriously the idea that salvation relates to the entirety of the human being, and he be-
lieved there was a strong connection between physical well-being and spiritual well-being. 

That’s why Wesley wrote his “Primitive Physick,” a book of remedies and ideas for living in good health, 
said Rev. Dr. Elaine Robinson, associate dean of the Oklahoma City campus of Saint Paul School of Theology. 
Robinson was one of the presenters at the 2011 Kansas Area Professional Seminar Jan. 11-13 at the Wichita 
Airport Hilton. 

“Wesley said you need to be doing some exercise because its power to preserve and restore health is greater 
than can be conceived,” Robinson said. Staying away from distilled liquor and paying attention to how the 
body responds to different foods also were keys to health in Wesley’s opinion. 

“That sounds exactly like what modern medicine tells us today,” she said. 
Robinson offered a summary of some of Wesley’s rules transcribed from Dr. George Cheyne.  

Cleanliness of body, home, clothes and furniture   
Eat no more food than “as fits light and easy on the stomach”   
Avoid pickled, smoked and salted food  
Water is the most wholesome of all drinks  
Strong, especially spirituous liquors are slow poison  
Coffee and tea are hurtful to people with weak nerves   
Go to bed at nine and get up at 4 or 5  
Walking is the best exercise  
 

     “In other words, be healthy in your bodies because it’s going to 
be conducive to your spiritual well-being,” Robinson said. “Grace 
has the ability to heal people from the inside out. Grace gives us a 
less anxious approach to the world. When we rely on grace, grace 
empowers us to do what is conducive to our own health. We 
Wesleyans believe God gives us a choice to receive or not receive 
grace.” 
     Robinson said some people can’t get enough grace. Others have 
to think about it. Still others can’t figure out how to accept grace.  
“Our one real choice is to follow God’s way or to go our own direc-
tion,” Robinson said. “God will let us go our own way. Are we try-
ing to do our vocation out of our resources or out of God’s grace? 
Do we live our lives attuned to God’s grace, or do we accept our 
calling and then think it’s all on us? God is going to ask of you to 
care for yourself.” 

Pastors must practice the means of grace, placing themselves intentionally before God with no agenda, lest 
the means of grace become just more tasks to cross off the to-do list. 

“If we want to become more healthy and less anxious, it depends on our response to God’s grace. We have 
to receive and respond to it because it will provide us with what we need,” she said. “We may not always 
know what we need, but God does. It really is possible to live in a healthy, wealthy and wise kind of way if we 
are following the grace that leads us into that path.

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No secrets: Episcopal Area Transition Team announces general direction

TOPEKA—Tom Watson, chairperson of the Nebraska-Kansas Episcopal Area Transition Team, wants peo-
ple in all three conferences to know that it is not a secret process when it comes to figuring out how the two 
episcopal areas will align as one in September 2012. 

“There's sometimes a sense that decisions are made and people have been left out of the process,” said Wat-
son. “On the contrary, we took surveys at annual conference sessions, we conducted listening sessions across 
all three conferences, we publicized the comment forms on the websites, and we continue to want to have in-
put from anyone who has a good idea about how to meet the needs of the Nebraska-Kansas mission field.” 

A little more than a year ago, United Methodists in Nebraska and Kansas were given a mandate from the 
South Central Jurisdiction to figure out how to become one episcopal area. 

That mandate sent the three conferences into a period of learning and discernment. A team was named to 
begin the work of creating the structure for the new episcopal area. 

“There were four areas we paid attention to,” said Rev. Charlotte Abrams, team member from TRI-
Community United Methodist Church in Omaha. “We learned about each other and our annual conferences; 
we learned from our members in our listening sessions; we learned from what other annual conferences who 
are working with a similar mandate were doing; and what we believe God’s dream is for us.” 

The feedback from the three annual conference sessions and the 17 listening sessions had one thing in com-
mon, a real openness for change. 

As team members worked with that knowledge over the past 12 months, they were captured by a much lar-
ger vision for making disciples in the two states rather than maintaining the status quo. The vision focuses on a 
mission field that is more alike than different. There are great similarities in geography, demographics and the 
values of the people in the three conferences. Opportunities for mission and justice work also are comparable 
between the two areas. 

“That vision set us off to explore the idea of creating one new annual conference,” said Rev. Wayne Allo-
way, team member from St. Mark’s United Methodist Church in Lincoln, Neb. “We are still looking for input, 
and that’s why we want to talk to as many people in the conferences as possible about our thinking.”  

On March 13, 2011, the transition team will host a live webcast across the three annual conferences. View-
ers will be able to call in and e-mail questions, concerns and feedback. 

Team members have identified the deployment of passionate leaders for effective ministry in the mission 
field as a top priority. In general, the mission field describes the three conferences’ common opportunities for 
evangelism, outreach and justice work in keeping with the overall mission of The United Methodist Church to 
make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world. 

With that focus in mind, team members have looked at how best to get the most resources into the hands of 
local church members to make them more effective at making disciples in their local mission fields, said Bob 
Cox, team member from Hays. 

“The purpose of the transition team was to figure out how to organize for ministry in a new episcopal area,” 
said Rev. David Livingston, from St. Paul’s UMC in Lenexa. “Working together as one unified area will help 
us to better align our spiritual, technological and financial resources for efficiently and effectively fulfilling the 
needs of our mission in the 21st century.” 

Watson reminded the group that the annual conferences need to understand that this is a two-step process. 
First, the three conferences have to approve a recommendation from the transition team. Then, the conferences 
have to obtain permission from the South Central Jurisdiction to make area changes. In addition, if feedback 
and comments suggest another direction is more viable, the transition team will go back to the drawing board. 
The goal is to have a recommendation ready for the 2011 annual conference sessions. 

The transition team is giving serious consideration to becoming one conference. To keep that exploration 
going, their work between now and the annual conference sessions will be to continue to develop the big pic-
ture of what the new annual conference will look like. Part of that work is the identification and creation of 
technical teams to work on the nuts and bolts of what it will take to move to a new annual conference. These 
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groups will address questions like the location of offices, numbers of districts, distribution of assets, and pen-
sion and benefits—questions that will need to be addressed regardless of the number of conferences. 

Team members remain open to receiving input from people across the three conferences as they continue to 
develop their recommendation. 

“We’re not finished yet,” said Kansas Area Bishop Scott Jones. “I’m leaning toward one conference, but 
I’ve got some questions that still need to be checked out.” 

Bishop Ann Sherer-Simpson affirmed Jones’ openness to hearing additional thoughts on how best to serve 
the mission field of the new episcopal area. 

“At the end of the day, we want to make sure anyone who has an opinion on the matter has had an opportu-
nity for their ideas to be heard and considered,” concluded Watson.
